For this new year, the following supplies will be needed for our various hands-on experiences. |
am asking everyone to please have these supplies ready and available when we start school in
September.

Pre-K - 2™ grade: Only headphones, and a #2 pencil are needed. (Wired headphones are
preferred) Students who have used headphones in the past may continue to use them this
coming year. These will be kept in their homerooms and used as needed. They may also bring
in a %" 3-Ring binder, if they wish to store copies of their work throughout the year.

For 3" Grade — 8™ Grade: Headphones or earbuds, a 1” 3-Ring binder, and a #2 pencil, are
all that is needed. Students may continue to use the same headphones/earbuds they used this
past year.

Please note that all students need to bring the #2 pencil with them when they come to class.
